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Course Introduction

Through a combination of legal theory, case studies, and
practical scenarios, this program equips creators, lawyers, and business
professionals with the knowledge to navigate the complex digital copyright
landscape responsibly and effectively.

Assess the legal liabilities and safe harbor provisions for Internet Service Providers
(ISPs), social media platforms, and other online intermediaries.

Develop strategies for protecting digital copyrights through technological
measures (DRM) and legal tools (takedown notices).

Navigate emerging issues such as Al-generated content, NFTs, and the copyright
implications of mass digitization projects.
